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PERFORMANCE OF THE BRAZILIAN BUS INDUSTRY 

In 4Q13, Brazil turned out 7,599 bus units, representing an 8.2% decrease over 

4Q12. The annual output totaled 33,109 units, 0.1% higher than the volume 

manufactured in 2012. 

 

a) Domestic Market (DM). The production meant for the domestic market 

reached 6,158 units in 4Q13, 13.4% lower than the 7,114 units made in 4Q12. In the 

year, 28,827 units were assigned to the domestic market, a 0.7% increase over 2012.  

 

b) Foreign Market (FM). Exports totaled 1,441 units in 4Q13, 23.4% higher 

than the 1,168 units exported in 4Q12. In the year, exports totaled 4,282 units, 3.9% 

lower than the 4,458 units exported in 2012.

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OPERATING AND FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE OF MARCOPOLO 

Units Recorded in Net Sales 

In 4Q13, 4,718 units were recorded in net sales, of which 3,946 were 

registered in Brazil, i.e. 83.6% of the total, and 772 units abroad, representing the 

remaining 16.4%. The lower volumes recorded in net sales is due to the increase of 

inventories, mainly school buses, at Marcopolo Rio and also at Volare, that are being 

billed throughout 1Q14.

OUTPUT 

Marcopolo's consolidated output in 4Q13 was 4,785 units, 12.8% lower than 

the 5,486 units manufactured in 4Q12. In Brazil, production reached 4,068 units in 

4Q13, 14.9% lower than in 4Q12, while 717 units were manufactured abroad, 1.4% 

higher than the output in the same period the year before.

NET SALES 

The consolidated Net Sales totaled BRL 922.2 million in 4Q13, 4.9% lower than 

the BRL 970.1 million recorded in 4Q12, which is explained by the lower Volare 

revenue as a result of higher inventory of finished products, especially school buses, 

which are being billed this 1Q14. In the domestic market, sales totaled BRL 499.7 

million, or 54.2% of the total, while foreign market sales raked in BRL 422.7 million, 

representing the remaining 45.8% of the consolidated net sales.

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GROSS PROFIT AND MARGINS 

The consolidated gross profit reached BRL 192.5 million in 4Q13, at a 20.9% 

margin, compared to BRL 211.8 million and a 21.8% margin in 4Q12. Despite the higher 

profitability of exports stemming from the appreciated US dollar in the period, the 

margin drop is due to higher chassis revenue and lower volumes manufactured. 

SELLING EXPENSES 

Selling expenses totaled BRL 46.4 million in 4Q13, or 5% of net earnings, 

compared to BRL 64.3 million in 4Q12, or 6.6%. The decrease in this percentage is 

largely explained by the reversal of bad debt provisions at BRL 8.2 million in 4Q13, 

while in 4Q12 a provision was set up in the amount of BRL 6.2 million. 

GENERAL AND ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES 

General and administrative expenses totaled BRL 53.6 million in 4Q13, or 5.8% 

of net earnings, while in 4Q12 such expenses totaled BRL 42.0 million, or 4.3% of 

earnings. The increased is mostly explained by wage raises deriving from collective 

bargaining agreements, higher amount of expenses from controlled companies 

abroad, stemming especially from the effect of currency exchange changes, and other 

non-recurring expenses. 

OTHER OPERATING INCOME/EXPENSES 

In 4Q13, BRL 0.8 million were entered as “Other Operating Income,” against 

BRL 5.1 million income in 4Q12.   

EQUITY PICK-UP RESULTS  

The equity pick-up results in 4Q13 was BRL 6.0 million, against BRL 2.2 million 

in 4Q12. These results largely derive from New Flyer's results and improved operations 

at Metalpar, in Argentina. 

NET FINANCIAL INCOME OR LOSS 

The net financial result was negative by BRL 2.5 million in 4Q13, compared to 

the also negative BRL 3.3 million recorded in 4Q12.  

EBITDA 

EBITDA totaled BRL 111.2 million in 4Q13, at a 12.1% margin, against BRL 122.9 

million and 12.7% margin in 4Q12. The table below shows the accounts making up

NET PROFIT   

Consolidated net profits totaled BRL 75.5 million in 4Q13, at an 8.2% margin, 

against BRL 94.1 million and 9.7% margin in 4Q12. The decrease is explained by the 

same factors impacting the gross margin. 

FINANCIAL INDEBTEDNESS 

Net financial indebtedness totaled BRL 1,040.8 million on December 31, 2013 

(BRL 719.1 million on December 31, 2012). Of this total, BRL 655.2 million came from 

the financial division (Banco Moneo) and BRL 385.6 million from the manufacturing 

division. 

It should be noted that the financial division's indebtedness stems from the 

consolidation of Banco Moneo activities and should be analyzed separately, 

considering its characteristics differ from those of the Company's operating activities. 

Banco Moneo's liabilities are set off against the "Customers" account in the Bank's 

Assets. The credit risk is adequately provisioned. Because they are transfers from 

FINAME, each disbursement from Banco Nacional de Desenvolvimento Econômico e 

Social (BNDES) has an exact counterpart in the receivables from customers account of 

Banco Moneo, both in term and fixed rate.  

On December 31, the manufacturing division's net financial indebtedness 

represented 0.9 times the past 12 months' EBITDA. 

CASH FLOW 

In 4Q13, operating activities consumed funds in the amount of BRL 91.7 

million. Investment activities demanded BRL 15.7 million, and financing activities 

consumed BRL 30.2 million, while BRL 11.0 million net of issuances and repayments of 

loans and financing, BRL 7.5 million used to pay interest on capital, and BRL 11.7 

million used to buy stock. As a result, the initial cash balance of BRL 760.6 million at 

the end of September, added BRL 1.7 million from exchange rate change on cash, 

decreased to BRL 624.7 million at the end of December 2013.  
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INVESTMENTS IN FIXED ASSETS 

In 4Q13, Marcopolo invested BRL 15.7 million, BRL 9.9 million of which were 

spent by the parent company and invested as follows: BRL 1.7 million in machinery and 

equipment, BRL 6.7 million in buildings and improvements, and BRL 1.5 million in other 

fixed assets. Investments in controlled companies, were the following: BRL 4.3 million 

in Marcopolo Rio, BRL 3.4 million in Volare Espírito Santo, BRL 1.1 million in Volgren, 

and BRL 2.9 million in the other plants. The net balance of investments in controlled 

companies, minus the BRL 5.9 million received in dividends, was BRL 5.9 million. 

CAPITAL MARKET 

The value of Marcopolo's preferred shares dropped 20.1% in 2013, against a 

15.5% drop in IBOVESPA. In 2013, 1,106,400 transactions were carried out, a 59.8% 

growth over the 692,500 carried out in 2012, and 455.8 million shares were traded. 

Trades involving shares issued by Marcopolo totaled BRL 4.0 billion in the year, a 

volume 16.9% higher than in 2012. On December 31, 2013, foreign investors' 

participation in Marcopolo's capital totaled 51.7% of preferred shares and 34.4% of the 

total capital. In São Paulo in October 2013, Marcopolo was presented with Prêmio 

Abrasca de Criação de Valor (ABRASCA Value Creation Award), as the best case of 

value creation from 2010 to 2012. In the period, Marcopolo created 62.17% of value 

for our stockholders. In addition to economic-financial highlights, Marcopolo was rated 

excellent in the criteria: corporate governance, risk control, transparency, and work by 

the investor relations department in a qualitative survey among expert analysts at the 

Company.

ANALYSIS & PERSPECTIVES 

The scenario of uncertainty in relation to the Brazilian bus market, which began in the 

second half of last year, still continues at the beginning of 2014. However, the approach of the 

World Cup, which is driving bus demand in the tourism and intercity transport sectors, coupled 

with BRT orders already in the pipeline, are partly offsetting the decline in other segments. As 

far as the tenders for interstate lines, the schedule has still not been established and up until 

now there is no forecast as to the dates of the auctions. 

In the external market, the devaluation of the Brazilian real against the U.S. dollar 

continues to boost Marcopolo's exports, especially from 4Q13 on. In addition to its traditional 

importer markets, Marcopolo is staking out important export business in countries in Central 

America and Africa, mostly focused on the implementation of new BRT and urban mobility 

projects in these regions. 

With respect to the Federal Government's "Road to School" program, Marcopolo 

announced on February 4, through a Notice to the Market, that it has been authorized to 

produce and supply up to 4,100 school buses, whose deliveries will extend throughout this 

year. The documentation is currently being formalized. Also in 2013, Marcopolo was 

commissioned to supply up to 1,540 school buses for the state of São Paulo. Most of the 

deliveries will occur during the first half of 2014.  

The new Volare plant in the state of Espírito Santo is expected to start operating in the 

second half of this year, with an initial capacity of 3,000 units per year. During the first stage, 

unassembled kits to be assembled in the new factory will be shipped from the Planalto plant in 

Caxias do Sul, and during the second stage, the plant will be able to produce Volares locally.

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As far as Marcopolo's subsidiaries abroad, it is important to note the launch of the 

totally nationalized Generation 7 intercity bus model in Mexico, which was received extremely 

well by local customers. In South Africa, MASA was successful in two major lots for the renewal 

of BRT systems in Johannesburg and Pretoria, whose deliveries started in 2013 and will 

continue until 2015.  

 According to a statement released by the Company on December 16, 2013, the 

performance expectations for 2014, provided no changes occur in current market conditions 

and the economic performance of the countries where the Company operates, are: (i) planned 

investments of R$ 160 million; (ii) achieve a consolidated net revenue of R$ 3.8 billion (R$ 4.4 

billion using the former accounting standard); and (iii) produce 20,850 buses in the units in 

Brazil and abroad (33,000 units using the former accounting standard).
